OHS Training

Ancient History Museum Building Inspection Reports
GA and JA reported on the building inspection of the Ancient History Museum conducted on Friday, 27 November:

Major problems: overcrowding and dirty working areas; out-of-date First Aid cabinet with cockroaches running out of the box during inspection; unhygienic fridge and sink area in desperate need of cleaning.
No official First-Aid Officer has been appointed for the Museum since Karl’s First-aid licence expired.
TK brought to the attention that there is still no floor-warden assigned for W6A Level 5 East Wing. GA will ask the Dean to elect a staff member with offices on that floor.

TK was informed by Dr Rosalinde Kearsley that the removed safety window stopper has been reinstalled.
