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	GA Welcomed Ugo to his first meeting with the OHS Workgroup Committee for Humanities.
Confirmation  of the Minutes of the 15 February 2007
The Minutes taken at the 15 February 2007 meeting were accepted as the true copy and correct record of the meeting.
Business Arising from previous Minutes. 
GA reported that the Dean has confirmed not to enlist PK as a committee member for OHS Workgroup for Humanities due to PK’s current workload and IT responsibilities with the Division.
RT will also not be able to join the committee following her decision to resign at end of the month.

Report on Advisory OHS Meetings

GA briefed the members on the two Advisory OHS meetings with Maria Dyball (the Humanities’ Representative for Low Risk Divisions) he attended. It was mentioned in the meeting that one of the two W6A lifts had been serviced recently. The current problem with both lifts opening at the same time on the same floor will be eliminated once the other lift is also serviced. GA stated that besides the lifts problems, nothing drastic to report from the Advisory OHS Meetings.

W6A Building Inspection Reports

Level 4 inspected Tuesday 15th May 07
5.11  no major problems detected, except a few offices have had the safety window stoppers removed. These stoppers were installed few years ago to limit the opening of the window for safety reason. It is apparent that some staff removed the stopper to allow more airflow into the room.
5.12 it is noted that some offices have very low ceiling fans this caused concern for possible injuries.
 5.13  GA mentioned that a staff member recently tripped and fell over a hump at the W4 Car Park in front of W6A building. The staff member was advised to report the accident.
UC confirmed that this accident has already been reported to the OHS Centre Committee.

5.14 Despite warning signage on Exit door to keep the     pathway towards the Emergency Exit door cleared at all times in W6A107 Meeting Room, chairs were found blocking the way when the room was inspected. It had been suggested by the Workgroup to have prominent markings drawn on the carpet for this “Keep clear” area but was told that the room will soon be refurbished.
5.15  GA commented that quite a few problem areas raised in the last building inspection reports have been addressed and several areas rectified eg great improvement in the new mail room on Level 3 
Level 2 inspected Tuesday 22nd May 07
5.21 TK reported that the existing problem with disposal of obsolete IT equipments is unresolved since the last inspection. Many offices are still cluttered with the same obsolete keyboards and monitors since the last inspection. 
Ugo confirmed that this problem is now being addressed. IT services is working on a policy for recycling these old equipments. Josie Bowden from IT Services is in the process of engaging a company to collect these obsolete IT equipments and the service for disposing the old IT equipments will be free of charge.



5.22 TK brought to the attention that one of the rooms inspected has a major overcrowding problem. It is extremely cluttered with cartons and crates and these items severely hamper manoeuvrability in the room. It would be extremely hazardous in emergency situations.
 
Ugo advised that all identified problems in the building inspections should be brought to the attention of the Dean’s Office. The Dean is to dedicate someone to follow up.
Other Business
TK expressed intention to resign from the Workgroup Committee at the end of the year having been with the group for more than 2 years. Members at the meeting suggested that perhaps all staff members from the Humanities should be asked to volunteer their time as well and to take turn in becoming a member of the OHS workgroup.
